An applicant for admission to a Masters Degree Programme shall be a

graduate of Federal University, Otuoke, or any other approved

university with not less than Second Lass (lower Division).

Master's of Philosophy Degree Programmes:

An applicant for admission to the Master of Philosophy Degree

Programmes shall be:

« A graduate of Federal University, Otuoke, or any other approved
university who possesses a First Degree and Master Degree in an
arearelevant to his course of study.

Doctor of Philosophy Degree Programmes

An applicant for admission to the Ph.D. Degree programme shall be:

e A graduate of Federal University, Otuoke, or any other approved
university who possesses a Master Degree with research thesis and
a weighted coursework average which shall normally not less than
CGPAof 3.5.
