the University of Uyo, and should qualify with at least a Second Class Honours degree
(irrespective of CGPA)

. Candidates for admission into M.Sc Medical Microbiology should be graduates of one

of the following:
(i) Microbiology
(ii) Virology and a Postgraduate Diploma in Microbiology (PGDM)
(iif) MBBCh/MBBS or its equivalent.

. To qualify for admission into Master's degree programme in Public Health, an

applicant should be a graduate of MBBS degree and must have full registration
number of MDCN.

. Applicants for admission into Doctoral Degree programmes should be graduates of

the University of Uyo or any other university recognised by the Senate of the
University of Uyo, who possess Master’s degrees with dissertation and an overall
CGPA of at least 60% (B).

EMIREQUIREMENTS

All applicants should have credit pass at Ordinary Level in five relevant subjects
including English Language obtained at not more than two sittings. Candidates
with ‘O’ Level examination results before 2017 must possess their certificates and not
